T. R. Elmore Farm

Information for Larry Elmore

The property originally came from the Reaburn family. The original member of this family was an agent or surveyor for a land company that divided up and disposed of most of the property in this area.

The first Reaburn that we found in the Monroe County land books was John in 1794.  He may have been the land agent or not as we did not dig further. The transfers seem to be from father to son and most deeds indicate this.  

John passed to Charles.  Charles to George and then George to J.H.

J.H.Reaburn sold the main body of the farm to Clarence Nickell in 1904 and this is recorded in Deed Book 41 at page 502.

This Clarence Nickell property, which was a little more then 82 Ac., was acquired by T.R. and Pearl Elmore from Monroe County at a tax sale in 1947.
An additional 20.3 Ac was purchased by T.R. and Pearl from Amelia Jo Porterfield in 1959 and is recorded in Deed Book 100 at page 291.  Mrs. Porterfield had purchased this piece from Christine H. Hogshead/Guthrie in 1946 and this is recorded in Deed Book 80 at page 306.  Mrs. Hogshead/Guthrie had obtained this through her heir ship to the Hogshead settlement holdings.

Donald K. and Phyllis Elmore obtained the property in 1986 and this is recorded in Deed Book 180 at page 193.

Raymond and Dana Hiner purchased the property in 1995 and this is recorded in Deed Book 206 at page 421 and they are the present owners.  This is less 8.0 Ac that was deeded to Larry Elmore which came off the Hogshead/Guthrie tract.

Several small portions of this property were deeded off by T.R. Elmore to the Wards and others during his ownership but the main body of the property is still intact.
